One of the most profound contributions the 
EMU process can make is to help pastoralists 
take responsibility for their environmental 
credentials, and therefore ensure market access 
and premiums in discriminating markets where 
a certified 'clean and green' status is preferred. 
Pastoralists have been given the opportunity to 
demonstrate their environmental credentials by 
translating the 'EMU process' into a formal 
Environmental Management System (EMS) 
through the accreditation process of the 
Gascoyne-Murchison Strategy. 
The Conservation Council of Western Australia 
and the Australian Conservation Foundation 
have expressed in principle support for the 
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
